- The RC model car runs at very high speed, so do not operate in areas near people, children, residential areas, schools and hospitals, indoors,
or poorly ventilated places. Do not operate at the same time that someone else is on the same frequency. Check te make sure your operating
frequency is free and make sure others are aware of the frequency you are using. Note that running the RC model with low battery can result
in loss of control and cause injury. When RC model behaves strangely, stop immediately to check out and fix the problem before operating again.

Operation of Model:

- Always check over your model completely before operating. Here are steps to check before operation: 1. Check battery condition and be
sure it is fully charged. 2. Inspect electronic devices for any possible damage to wires, plugs, etc. 3. Check throttle and brakes for well
functioning performance to prevent any loss of control. 4. Make sure the air filter is correctly secured, clean, and ciled. 5. Switch the
Transmitter on first, and then the receiver before starting your model.

- While operating, do not put fingers or object near rotating and/or moving parts Example: Gear differential systems, drive shafts, wheels, etc.
In addition, do not touch the engine or exhaust system as they generate high temperatures and can cause serious burns. Operator should

shut the engine off first before receiver and transmitter.

Model Maintenance:

- Good maintenance practice will ensure reliable operation of your model and extend the durability of parts. Parts are subject to wear and tear.
Check and rebuild critical components of the car such as shock absorbers, differentials, CV¥D's, Clutch system, etc. Regularly check ball
bearings and replace as needed. Use grease on moving parts such as diff main gears, shaft carriers, suspension, etc. Always check for loose
screws or broken/fractured parts. Tighten or fix them as needed.

Nitro Fuel of Model:

- The fuel used for your model is made from the combination of methaneol, oil, and nitro methane. This fuel is extremely flammable, volatile,
and poisonous. Use only hobby model fuel specified for nitro engines. Do not use other fuels such as gasoline or kerosene which could cause
damage to the engine; and a risk of explosion or fire may occur. Keep the fuel away from open flames, direct sunlight, and near batteries.
Important: Always store fuel in a cool, dry, and dark place out of children’s reach. Mever handle the fuel in poorly ventilated areas since it is
poisonous, extremely dangerous, and harmful or fatal if ingested. Do not inhale the fuel gas exhaust fumes. It is also necessary to clean up
any spilled fuel completely and do not throw empty fuel containers into fire which could be explosive.

First AID:

- Avoid swalloewing or getting fuel into your eyes. If this occurs, immediately drink large quantity of water and induce vomiting, or rinse eyes
with clean water. Consult a doctor right away.
- Avoid contact of fuel on skin. If this happens, wash with soapy water immediately.
